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Leave early to avoid Friday rush hour.

DIRECTIONS FROM BAY AREA:

Hwy 101 north. Exit Hwy 128 west, just past Cloverdale. Take 128 west
to Hwy 1, follow Hwy 1 to Mendocino. At the only stoplight on the
highway, turn right on Little Lake Road (408). The entrance to the camp
is about 9 miles up Little Lake Road, follow signs to camp.

LITTLE LAKE ROAD (408):

After about 6 miles, Little Lake Road will become a dirt road. Continue
following this road and STAY TO THE RIGHT. It may feel like you are
lost, but you 're not. In fact, you are almost to the Woodlands.
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Between 2 & 4 pm someone will be stationed near the entrance gate to
direct you to your cabin. After this time, we will be located around the
Dining Hall and Rec Area. Continue past the first cluster of cabins until
you see the Dining Hall on your right. Pull over and locate a counselor
who will help you find your cabin.

This is a large spread-out camp with 46 four-bed cabins on hilly terrain.
Each cabin has a fully enclosed fireplace, closet and balcony. The cabins
are clustered in three groups, each group with a hot water shower/toilet
facility.

Camp Swing participants share cabins and must provide their own warm
bedding. Each cabin is equipped with link spring cots with thin mattresses.
You should also bring a flashlight and/or battery operated light for your
cabin — no candles allowed. All meals are included i ~ ’
